PENSIONABILITY OF COUNTING OFFICERS’ FEES

Recent concerns have been expressed to Government that payments made with regard to duty as a Regional Counting Officer (RCO) or as a Counting Officer (CO) for the referendum on 5 May may not be regarded as pensionable under the Local Government Pension Scheme (LGPS) Regulations.

The Parliamentary Voting System & Constituencies Act 2011 (Schedule 1, para 20(9)): provides that local authorities’ claims to the Electoral Commission for reimbursement in respect of CO's charges at the UK referendum may include any claims in respect of any increase in superannuation contributions.  The position is therefore that whilst the Act and its associated guidance does not make the fees pensionable, they do anticipate that they can be pensionable. It would seem to be inconsistent for the LGPS Regulations to ignore this provision. DCLG are therefore of the view that the Regulations need to be amended in order to reflect the wider statutory framework.

Due to the shortage of time before 5 May in which to amend the Regulations, it will be necessary to make the measure retrospective from the date of the referendum, rather than coming into force from the date of the relevant statutory instrument.
This letter is therefore to make it clear that DCLG intend shortly to proceed to statutory consultation on a suitable retrospective amendment to the LGPS regulations in order to provide that payments by way of fees for service as RCOs and COs are pensionable.
